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COMPETITION RULES 2013-2014
COMPETITION RULES 

1  Club competitions are open to paid up members of the Society.
2  Members may enter a maximum of 3 images in any completion.
3  All work shall be the copyright of the author, re-sizing, printing and manipulation under the guidance of
    the author by 3rd parties is allowed.
4  All Print entries should be received by 7.45pm on the evening of the competition.
5  All Digital entries must be received by the Competition Secretary at a minimum of 1 day Prior to the
    competition unless otherwise notified.
6  Entries will not be accepted if judging has commenced. Members who may be late or unable to attend the
    meeting make make arrangements with any committee member to ensure their entries are received on time.
    All entries must bear the member’s name and a title.
7  There are 2 classes of print entry. There is a maximum entry of 3 prints per member per competition, with 
    a maximum of 2 entries in any one section. In both classes the maximum and recommended mount size 
    shall be 40x50cms. A completed Entry Form must accompany all entries or be emailed to the Competition 
    Secretary 3 days prior to the competition date.

   BLACKWATER SECTION     (Trophy – Annual Print Trophy)
    The BLACKWATER section is for Prints with a minimum print area of 308 sq.cms.(48sq inches)and is open
    to all members. Digitally imaged prints will be allowed in this section  and along with  photographically
    produced prints may include any form of manipulation that the  photographer desires.

   STROOD SECTION  (Trophy – The Peter Cowper Trophy)

    The STROOD section is for prints up to A4 with a minimum print area of 308 sq cms (48sq inches),and is
    open to all  members.  Digitally imaged prints will be allowed in this section along with  Photographically
    produced prints, but must be as close to the original negative/image as possible.  The only manipulation
    allowed is crop, straighten, dodge &  burn (to make areas lighter/darker) and spotting (to remove dust).
    Sharpening or changing the settings to achieve the right colour & tonal balance is also acceptable. Other
    forms of manipulation, ie toning, hand tinting, cloning, sandwiching or any extreme form of  
    manipulation will not be allowed.
8  Digitally Projected Images. A maximum entry of 3 images per member per competition. Images must be
    resized to a maximum of 1400 pixels wide and no more than 1050 pixels high and in JPEG format, unless
    otherwise stated for individual competitions. (the Competition Secretary may correct any re-sizing or titling
    errors).

   For optimum projection quality files should be in the sRGB colour space.

    Filenames should be as follows; Name – Open – Title e.g. John Smith – Old Mill (Space either side of
    Hyphens. Do not use Full Stops.

    Images may be submitted by E-mail, USB Memory Stick or on CD-Rom.
9  At each competition, all entries (Prints & Digital) must be numbered in the entrant’s order of preference so 
    that in the event of an excessive number of entries in any class, the least preferred will be omitted.
10 In each competition judges will be asked to award points out of 10 and hold back a selection of best 
     images.
11 Points will be given to each entry as follow.
     6 points shall be awarded for 1st Place
     5 points shall be awarded for 2nd Place
     4 points shall be awarded for 3rd Place
     2 points shall be awarded for Highly Commended

     1 point shall be awarded for all other qualifying entries.
     At the end of the year members gaining highest total points in each category will receive an annual trophy 
     for that category
12 No image may be entered in internal club competitions more than once if it has been awarded a top 3 place 
     in a previous club competition (Exception Rule 13)
13 Print & DPI Of The Year Competitions. The theme of both competitions shall be open and there is a 
     maximum of 3 images per member in both competitions. Entries must have been entered in previous club 
     & inter-club  competitions during the current season.
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
